Do not use this
heater in small rooms when they are occupied by persons not capable of leaving the room on their
own, unless constant supervision is provided.

Do not leave parts of the packaging within the reach of children. This appliance is not a children’s
toy: it is an electrical device and must be treated with the necessary caution.

Always use the appliance in an upright position.

Periodically check the electric cable of this heater. If the electric cable is damaged, it must be replaced
by the After-sales Service Center or by a similar qualified person in order to avoid a danger.
Switch off the appliance before unplug from the socket. Do not unplug with wet hands in case of
electric shock.

Children of less than 3 years should be kept away.

Do not touch the appliance when in use as some parts of this product can become very hot and
cause burns. Pay attention to children and keep them away from the fan heater.

Do not cover any flammable items on the appliance. Do not use the appliance to dry laundry.

OPERATION

Plug the appliance to a 220-240V~50Hz wall socket.

To start the heater, push ON/OFF switch located at the back of appliance.

The indicator on the control panel lights up.

Push the ON/OFF button ;!) on the control panel to activate the heater.

There is a tip-over switch under the concealed base of the heater, It is automatically shut
the heater off when tipped forward or backward. The unit will continue working when
switch "ON" and return it to normal upright position.
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Impotant: Do not use on thick and long pile carpets, as the heater may not work, due
the tip over switch not been activated.( see below picture)

HEATING

1. Press MODE- O button to choose the heat setting. Press the MODE- O once to activate
Low heating 900W Q or Press the MODE O twice to activate ngh heating 1800W
0 0 which show on the LED display screen.

2. To turn off your heater anytime press the ON/OFF button on control panel, the heating
element will stop and the fan will operate count down approx. 30 seconds allowing your
heater to cool down before switching off automatically. If the product is in the fan mode
working according to previously not heating mode, the product will directly into the
standby status.

Press Timer #) button to set the countdown time to turn off your heater automatically (from
1-8 hours) when the heater is on.

OSCILLATION

Press w— button it when the heater is on, the heater will swing from left to right. Press it
again, oscillation will be stopped. The oscillation angle is around 65°.

Temperature +/ -

During operation, the ambient temperature is displayed on the control panel.

Press + / - to set the desired temperature( from 10°Cto 35°C), and the display temporarily
shows your preferred temperature before going back to displaying the current temperature.
When the room temperature rises to the set temperature, the heater will stop heating until
the temperature drops a few degrees.

Note: The temperature set using the + / - buttons will not be reached if the set temp is lower
than the current room temperature.

To turn off your heater anytime press the ON/OFF button L!J on the control panel, the heating
element will stop and the fan will operate and count down for approx.30 seconds allowing
your heater to cool down before switching off.
