e To prevent damage to the door and door gasket, make sure the door is fully opened before pulling
out any shelves.

e Do not move the wine cellar when it is loaded with wine, you might distort the appliance.

e If the power lead becomes damaged it should only be replaced by the manufacturer or a qualified
person.

e Never allow children to operate, play with, or crawl inside the appliance.

e Never clean appliance parts with flammable fluids.

e Do not store or use gasoline or any other flammable vapors and liquids in the vicinity of this or any
other appliance. This will cause a fire hazard or explosion.

e Warning: Do not allow the refrigerant circuit to become damaged while using or installing the
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appliance. Should it become damaged, do not use the appliance until you are instructed to do so by
service engineer. Refrigerant can ignite or cause damage to the eye when leakage.

Always remember to unplug the appliance before cleaning. When disconnecting from the electricity
supply, pull the plug, not the power cord.

Opening the door for long periods can cause a significant increase of the temperature in the
compartments of the appliance.

Clean the surfaces that have contact with bottles regularly.

If the refrigerating appliance is left empty for long periods, switch off, defrost, clean, dry, and leave the
door open to prevent mold developing within the appliance.

If the refrigerant of these appliances is R600a, flammable and explosive articles should not be put in or
near the cabinet, to avoid the fire or explode caused.

INSTALLATION OF YOUR WINE CELLAR

Before Using Your Wine Cellar

Remove the exterior and interior packing.

Before connecting the Wine cellar to the power source, let it stand upright for approximately 2
hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling during
transportation.

Check that the voltage marked on the product corresponds with your supply voltage.

Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

When replace the illuminating lamp, please contact local service provider for replacement.

When disposing your appliance, please choose an authorized disposal site.

Installation of Your Wine Cellar

Place your Wine cellar on a floor that is strong enough to support it when it is fully loaded. To
level your Wine cellar, adjust the front leveling leg at the bottom of the Wine cellar.

Locate the Wine cellar away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater, radiator, etc.).
Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase electrical
consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the unit not to perform
properly.

Avoid locating the unit in moist areas.

Plug the Wine cellar into an exclusive, properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not under any
circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any questions
concerning power and/or grounding should be directed toward a certified electrician or an
authorized service center.

Important: If the lowest temperature is set during periods of high humidity and ambient
temperature, condensation may appear on outside surfaces and the door of wine cellar, this is a
normal phenomenon.

ATTENTION:

This wine cellar has been designed for freestanding or built-under installation.

(Except VZ22BI for built-in only)

In every case, there must be adequate ventilation and access for service.

FREESTANDING INSTALLATION:
Freestanding installation will allow you to install the wine cellar in almost any indoor place you desired.

You must follow the stated instructions for electrical requirements, recommended install area and

leveling of the wine cellar.



BUILT-UNDER / BUILT-IN INSTALLATION

When installing the wine cellar under a counter, to ensure proper service access and ventilation, allow
between at least 5mm of clearance at the sides and top of the wine cellar, and at least 30-50mm of

clearance at the back. Follow the recommended spacing dimensions shown and always keep any
ventilation openings clear of obstruction.

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CARE & MAINTENANCE

Clean your wine cellar

Turn off the power, unplug the appliance, and remove all items including shelves.

Wash the inside surfaces with a warm water and diluted mild detergent.

Wash the shelves with a diluted mild detergent.

Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth when cleaning area of the controls, or any electrical
parts.

Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and diluted mild liquid detergent.

Rinse well and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

Power failure

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of your
appliance if you minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is going to be off for
a long period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your contents.

Vacation Time

Leave the wine cellar operating during vacations of less than three weeks.

If the appliance will not be used for more than three months, remove all items and turn off the
appliance. Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth, leave the door
open slightly, blocking it open if necessary.

Make sure there will be no children and animals climb into the appliance.

Moving your wine cellar

Remove all items.

Take out the loose items inside the wine cellar (such as shelf) or fix the loose items with the foam.
Turn the adjustable leg up to the base to avoid damage.

Tape the door shut.

Be sure the appliance stays secure in the upright position during transportation. Also protect outside
of appliance with a blanket or similar item.

Energy saving tips

The wine cellar should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances, and out of the direct sunlight.

Set temperature according to the characteristics of your wine to maximize energy saving.

You can solve common problems by reading the suggestions below to save the cost of a possible service
call. Try to see if you solve the problem before calling the service.
